MAJORETTE MARCH

e Dress code — Military uniform.
e Marching as Website diagram — L shape — 12 steps, left turn, 12 steps,
halt. Walk away from arena.

MILITARY MARCH

® Dress code — full military uniform.
FLAG

e Salutes
o Baton salute — skirt and shoulders covered are optional
o Military salute — shoulders must be covered
must wear a hat/ skull cap
must have flag under arm

RIBBON

e Salutes
o Military salute — shoulders covered, skirted leotard, skull cap.
= Beginning salute —ribbon rolled up, release after salute.
= End salute — gather up under arm before saluting
o Majorette salute — skirt and shoulders covered are optional
e Beginning salute — ribbon should be held then dropped as

salute finishes.



e End salute —ribbon on the floor, gather before marching
off.

e Finish - Baton salute — on last beat of music, ribbon
hanging. Pick up ribbon before turning to march off.

OR
Pick up ribbon and salute on last beat of music.
e Finish —- Military salute - ribbon must be off floor
before salute.

Ribbon must NOT be on the floor for march off.
